Occupants in the house heard noise 

downstairs, observed a number of males leaving the scene in both of the occupants vehicles. 

Scene has been examined and enquiries on-going.  

 

• St. Fassaugh Road 25th July 2019 between 14:45pm and 16:45pm, occupant returned home 

to find blinds pulled down and cupboards in the house emptied out.  Upstairs rear window 

was open and believed the offender made their exit through this window. Subsequent 

amount of cash and iPad taken.  Scene technically examined.  Enquiries on-going.
